Chapter Five: The Introduction

Writing Exercise (Research Design, p. 120):


Write the introduction to a proposed study. Include one paragraph each for the research problem, the related literature about this problem, the deficiencies in the literature, and the audiences who will potentially find the study of interest.

Peer Feedback Activity:


Read an introduction prepared by one of your classmates. Use the following criteria to provide feedback to this individual:

· Is the opening sentence engaging and does it encourage you to continue reading?

· Is a problem or issue identified that leads to the need for this study?

· Is the problem framed in a way that is consistent with the approach to research?

· Does the author refer to groups of studies to justify the importance of the problem?

· Are the citations to recent literature (within the past 10 years)?

· Are specific deficiencies in past studies identified?

· Does the author explain how the study will address these deficiencies?

· Are reasons provided that indicate the significance of the study for audiences?

· Is the introduction limited to about two pages?

· Is the introduction well written and easy to read?
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
