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Review of a Qualitative Method Examination
Your paper will include 4 sections: Method, Research, Perspective and Design. Your paper should include your name and course title and should adhere to APA style. It should also be written in 12-font and double-spaced (about 2 pages). 

Locate a peer-reviewed journal article not found in the current guide. Read the article and be able to provide a short summary of the study. Keep in mind that many articles do not explicitly spell out the research, approach, and design as done so in the guide, therefore, you may have to extrapolate these concepts.  

Use the following APA Level 2 headings:
· Method - Detail the background/rationale for the study. Briefly discuss why the method was chosen including the rationale as to why the authors chose this method.
· Research - Discuss the various aspects of why this study is considered non-experimental. Include the implications for this type of research.
· Perspective - Briefly describe the perspective (lens) utilized in the study. Include a discussion on the relevance and meaning of the approach related to the type of research.
· Design - Describe in detail the design of the study. Also, provide a discussion as to why the particular design is the most relevant in answering the overall objective of the meeting.
Include the full reference at the end of the document.
