[bookmark: _GoBack]Demonstration 6B – Auditory streaming

The text in Chapter 6 lists some of the conditions for fusion and fission in auditory streaming. These demonstrations show how apparently simple changes can produce a switch from one to the other.

The link below is to the website of Professor Al Bregman at McGill University, Canada.  There are some very nice demonstrations on this site, with some clear explanatory text. For example, in the first demo (Stream segregation in a cycle of 6 tones), you hear 3 high tones interspersed with 3 low tones. When played slowly, these sound like a single stream, but when speeded up, like 2 streams. In the fourth demo, you hear a cycle of 2 high and 1 low tone, which sound like single stream. As the number of cycles increases, so the probability of hearing two streams increases.
