But
the harder he blew, the more closely did the traveler wrap
his cloak round him, ‘til at last the Wind had to give up in
despair. Then the Sun came out and shone in all his glory
upon the traveler, who soon found it too hot to walk with
his coat on.

The Lesson:

Kindness works better than force when you want someone to cooperate with you.
