Web activity WA6.2
Considering how to use Bloom’s Taxonomy as a framework to differentiate teaching
Hayes and Whittaker (2016, p. 56) provide a very useful illustration of how Levels 1 to IV of this hierarchy might be used to provide a framework for differentiating teaching of the plot and key themes of the play Romeo and Juliet to be appropriate for students with moderate learning difficulties (MLD):
Level I Knowledge/ Remembering: can students remember the key points in the plot and recall which characters were involved?
Level II Comprehension/Understanding: can students explain why the plot unfolded the way it did?
Level III Application/Applying: can students illustrate how suspense is created through the play?
Level IV Analysis/Analyzing: how is dramatic tension created at the various turning points in the play through Shakespeare’s use of language?
How might you use this framework of four levels of thinking to plan an activity with young people whom you know who experience MLD?
