	Point to the words which show where the action/ event takes place

	Recall:
	What is the name of the main character?

What happened after/when *********?

How did X feel? (Assuming this is stated in the passage.)

	2. Reorganisation:
	Summarise the main points of the passage.

	3. Inferential:
	Why did ‘X’ do *********? (When reason was not explicitly stated.)

What sort of person is ‘X’? (A character.)

What do you think will happen next? Why?

How does *** compare to ***?

Why do you think the author included *****?

What is meant by (quote figurative description or particular words?

	4. Evaluation:
	Could this sort of event happen nowadays?

Do you think this is a true story?

What do you particularly like/dislike about this book/ passage? Why?

Is there enough information about ‘X’?

	5. Appreciation:
	Is this a happy/sad/frightening book/story?

Why do you say this?

How do you think ‘X’ spoke when he said *****?

(Orally, ask, ‘Say what “X” said’ demonstrating how s/ he said it.)
