categories (that is, scores between 28 and 31, between 32 and 35, between 36 and 39, and between 40 and 
43). As we move away from those four middle categories, what do you notice? Indeed, the further away from 
the middle we go, the progressively fewer scores we see. As noted earlier, the possible range of scores on this 
measure was 15 to 75. With no scores greater than 55 in this sample, it appears that we have a sample that is 
not terribly burned out when it comes to school. This kind of information that a frequency distribution pro-
vides is helpful in understanding the sample that we are studying.
